I. Nutrition Care Plans

Nutrition Care Plans are to be completed following your clinical instructors’ directions.  The number to be completed will differ from facility to facility as will many other aspects of the experience.

    II.          Case Studies

One Case Study will be written and presented.  It should involve a patient who has two or more problems.  The objectives of the case study are to enable the student to conduct an in-depth investigation into one or more disease states and explain the nutritional implications involved.  Some facilities may have the students present their case studies to the dieticians at that facility.

   III.          Oral Presentation of Case Study

The purpose of the oral presentation is for the student to:    

(1) Further refine their oral communication skills

(2) Become more proficient in succinctly reporting their patients

(3) Selecting appropriate visual materials

(4) Report relevant data regarding patient and his/her care plan.
