Box 11.3. Sexual scripts are cognitive frameworks we each construct that guide our sexual behaviors, help us plan for sexual encounters, and organize our memories. We all have our own script, which is affected by our gender, our individual characteristics, and our culture (Schneider & Gould, 1987), including the magazines we read (Kim & Ward, 2004). There are five components to our sexual script so you might want to think about your own views about each of the following before you read on.

· Who is and isn’t an appropriate sexual partner for you?

· What acts are on and off limits?

· When is sexuality appropriate: time of day, across your life course?

· Where is sexuality appropriate: in what setting and under what circumstances?

· Why do people have sex (e.g., pleasure, reproduction, form bonds)?
