Nomination Guidelines:  With its Women of the Year Awards, the Women’s History Project of the Akron Area Inc. (WHP) highlights the continuing contributions women make to the city, the county, the region and the nation. WHP invites you to nominate a woman or women in one or more of the following award categories.

This year’s theme of “Writing Women Back into History” invites you to recognize women from all aspects of women’s achievements. Nominees can be business leaders, writers, filmmakers, teachers, philanthropists, community organizers, religious or workplace leaders or others whose lives show exceptional vision and leadership to ensure women’s place in history. Please use the following focus areas to identify how the nominee makes her contribution.
Categories of Nomination:

· Elizabeth Buchtel (Philanthropy) Award. This award recognizes women who have been leaders in philanthropy to The University of Akron and who, by their example, have mentored bold and courageous giving by other women.
· Courage Award.  This award celebrates women who have been undaunted in the face of adversity -- personal or professional. 
· Creativity Award. This award applauds women who are imaginative and inventive in the arts or sciences or in the way that they have led their personal or professional lives. 

· Faith Award. This award highlights women, who with the help of their faith, have accomplished much, faced adversity or lived exemplary lives.

· Imagination Award. This award celebrates the imagination of women, be it in their work or in their personal or professional lives. 
· Innovation Award. This award honors women who introduce something new to the city or the community. 
· Inspiration Award. This award celebrates honors women whose lives and achievements are an inspiration to others.
· Integrity Award. This award applauds women who display a moral soundness and honesty in their lives. 

· Pioneer Award. This award recognizes women who have paved the way for others to follow. 
· Perseverance Award. This award honors women who persist – sometimes in the face of great adversity – to complete every task undertaken.

· Woman to Watch Award. This award recognizes women under the age of 30 who have demonstrated potential for leadership.
· Posthumous Award. This award remembers Akron-area women of the past. These women have died before their contributions were acknowledged.
· Faye Dambrot (Heroine) Award In honor of one of WHP’s founders, this award is for a woman who emulates the heroines of our past and helps create the heroines of the future.
Nomination Submission Process:    Submit your nomination via e-mail.  Please include the nominee’s Name, address, phone and e-mail address and indicate the category or categories you are nominating her for.  In approximately 250 words explain why you believe your nominee qualifies for this award. Be specific. A committee of the WHP board members will decide the winner in each category. The committee’s decision is final. Feel free to nominate more than one woman.
